If an applicant writes in a language other than English, then all submissions must be translated into English at the expense of the applicant.
3) A letter of recommendation from the student’s English teacher must be submitted by each applicant and included in the portfolio.

4) The award will be announced at graduation. Cheque will be sent in September, c/o student and their post-secondary institution. 
5) It is the winner’s responsibility to notify the Public Schools Branch of their mailing address and include a copy of a post-secondary acceptance letter confirming their enrollment into an applicable post-secondary program of study before the funds will be released. Please forward the information to attention of the Public Schools Branch Accounting Department.
6) If there are no successful applicants in any given year, the full amount of the principal and interest is to be reinvested. The principal amount will increase to reflect the new total, and all future prizes will be based on the interest earned from this new principal amount.
